Summary of Request: The Mendocino County Youth Project (MCYP was created by the Mendocino
County Office of Education (MCOE) and the Mendocino County Probation Department in 1974 as a
program of MCOE. Its purpose was to provide a variety of services for youth in high-risk situations. The
MCYP provided a variety of services to youth in Willits for many years, including crisis intervention and
early intervention services related to alcohol and drugs, mental health, truancy, family conflicts and child
abuse. The MCYP is operated under a joint power agreement. The City of Willits is a member of the
MCYP. In 1992, the MCYP became an autonomous joint powers agency. The City of Willits has not been
active member of the agency’s Board of Directors in many years. The MCYP is revising the existing joint
power agreement to include the requirement that all member of the agency appoint a representative to the
Board of Directors. The present membership of the MCYP is primarily made of school districts, except the
City of Ukiah and the MCOE. The Willits Unified School District is a member of the MCYP. Please find
attached a letter from Dr. Karin Wandrei, MCYP Executive Director.

Recommended Action: The City Manager recommends the Willits City Council take action to withdraw its
membership in the MCYP. It is clear that the MCYP provides needed service to the area’s youth, however
the City must revaluate its core services and competencies, especially in these difficult economic times.
Dr. Wandrei requests that if the City of Willits desires to withdraw from the MCYP, then 1) the City of Willits
adopt the proposed changes to the JPA; and 2) Take action to terminate the City’s MCYP membership,
which will take effect 90 days later.

Summary of Request: Each year, the City allocates certain General Fund costs to the Enterprise Funds
as a way to distribute indirect overhead expenses. The current allocation method was developed in-house
over 12 years ago. Because of changing regulations, staff would like to have its method reviewed and
updated by an experienced consultant to ensure that it is in compliance with both with federal and state
guidelines, and to ensure that all of the enterprise funds contribute an equitable share of the City’s
overhead costs. We have received three proposals from qualified consulting firms to prepare a cost
allocation study:

Matrix Consulting Group, Palo Alto, CA $9,760
Matrix’s proposal included the cost allocation model developed in Excel format at no extra charge, and will
be prepared in accordance with OMB A-87 (Federal Guidelines.)

FCS Group, San Francisco, CA $15,330
Training & A-87 Cost Plan components are considered optional tasks, and are included above.

MGT of America, Inc., Sacramento, CA $17,250
Training, Excel spreadsheet, and A87 Cost Plan components are considered optional tasks, and are
included above.

Copies of the complete proposal packages are available for review at City Hall, and will be provided upon
request.
