Mayor Holly Madrigal called a special meeting of the City Council to order at the above time and place.  The meeting was preceded by the pledge to the flag.

RESOLUTION 2008-35 DECLARING A PHASE II WATER EMERGENCY

Interim City Manager Bob Christofferson advised that the ordinance adding a “Water Shortage Emergency” Chapter to the Willits Municipal Code was effective on July 25th and that August 1st was one of the “trigger dates for a water emergency declaration.  Christofferson then reviewed criterion for Phase I and Phase II water regulations, noting that for Phase I to become effective, water storage would be at less than 850 acre feet or lower on August 1st, and for Phase II to become effective, storage would be at 760 acre feet or lower on August 1st.  He advised that water storage at Morris and Centennial Reservoirs was in fact 736 acre feet on August 1st, triggering a Phase II water emergency.  Christofferson stated that conservation measures under a Phase I water emergency are voluntary while under a Phase II water emergency, the utilization of all the conservation measures of Phase I are required plus mandatory restrictions involving an “odd/even” irrigation schedule and advising customers of opportunities for exemptions.  He reviewed the fiscal impact noting that water sales are anticipated to decline, resulting in reduced revenue to the Water Enterprise Fund, and that a notice on the Phase II water emergency would go out with the August 15th and August 30th water bills in order to help inform the public.  Council members discussed developing a warning of a Phase III water emergency to water customers, that the Phase II notice should be posted on bulletin boards around community and to provide every commercial manager with notice, putting article in the newspaper explaining what City is doing with their parks, and that restaurants should encourage their customers to save water.

Motion Kanne/2nd Stranske and unanimous roll call vote to adopt Resolution 2008-35 Declaring a Phase II Water Emergency.
